Political Relations Between Baban Emirate
Andt Eyalet Of Baghdad (1703-1728).

This Study Tries To Explain The Attempts, Which Were
Made By The Emirs Of Baban Emirate To Secure A Meas-
ure Of Internal Independence. In The Forefront Of Them
Was Baker Beg (1703-1714)and Who Had Sacrificed His
Life For The Case. Then Khana Pasha (1721-1728)who
Spent Much Efort to Expand The Sphere Of His Enfluence,
And For This He Chose The Way Of Solidarity With Bagh-
dad Eyalet Especially At The Time Of Its Assault Whenev-
er The Ottoman Forces Made Incursions In Persian Lands.
But, Khana Pasha Was Not Prepared To Sacrifice The
Higher Interests Of His Emirate.he Was Concerned To
Keep The Regional Balance Between Persian And Ottoman
Empire In An Attempt To Avoid The Precedence Of One
Over The Other, Which Was Apt To Shrink The Influence
Of His Emirate.
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his ambitions, therefore he made his second attempt in 1749
when he was appointed a new on Baban his uprising this
time had been purely Kurdish in character, as he gained
wide support from other Kurdish Emirs and chieftains as
well as that of the Babanis, in addition to the support of
many of the tribal members and common people in kurdish
towns and villages. Inspite of this the destiny of this revolt
was not better than previous one.

When we consider the loyalty of Salim Pasha to Nadir
Pashah in his first attempt it cames to the mind at first in-
stance that he was an opportunist aspiring to power. But
when we look closer into the case and follow his later steps,
we shall understand that he was strifing for a higher ideal:
that he was continued to follow in clear program in his op-
position to the Ottoman rule, despite the changing state of
affairs and conditions, his second uprising consciousness
and maturity. Finally Salim feel victem as a result of his
serious challenge to the Ottomans, when he was lured to
Baghdad and was murdered unjustly in 1757.

The Appearance Of Nadir Shah On The Arena Of Events
In The Second Quarter Of 18th Century, Had Great Efect
On The General History Of The Middle East, Including Ba-
ban Principality Which Was The Subject Of Many Changes
in The Meanwhile: For Intimate Relation Were Formed Be-
tween This Emirate And Nadir, Through Baban Prince Sa-
lim Pasha. At The Time Of The Great Offence Led By Na-
dir Himself In An Invasion Of Ottoman Territories In The
Year 1743. As Salim Pasha depended on the support of Na-
dir for the accession on the throne of Baban, in order that he
might be able to strike at the Ottoman influence in his Emi-
rate and the erect a Kurdish political entity to embrace most
of southern Kurdistan . but despite the shrinkage of the
shadow of Persia from Baban Emirate and Iraq in the wake
at the withdrawal of Nadir from those territories after his
failure in the blokade of Mosul in1743,that Salim Pasha
didn’t despair an continued to oppose the Ottomans. But be-
cause of difficulty of keeping this situation in the face of
Ottoman threats depending on his own limited resouces, he
was obliged to keep alive his connections with Iran, for the
sake of preserving the principle of the balance of powers.
But after the removal of Nadir from the are a of events in
Iran, vilayet of Baghdad quickly exploited the opportunity
which it was long awaiting, and the wally of this vilayet
(Ahmed Pasha) efected dismissal of Salim Pasha after the
campaign of july 1747.
